From vines averaging 49 years of age, the
2018 Pinot Gris Clos Windsbuhl opens with
a deep, intense and concentrated, clearly
limestone-driven and pure bouquet with
concentrated ripe fruit aromas but also
yeasty, nutty and phenolic notes. On the
palate, this is a full-bodied, rich, refined and
very elegant, balanced, stimulating saline

and tightly structured Pinot Gris with fine,
ripe tannins and stunning, vibrantly mineral
acidity. The finish is long, intense and finely
bitter, still textural and very long.
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
